
MURDER WINKS
Everyone sits in a circle. There is one person who is a detective – they have to wait
somewhere isolated until the murderer has been picked. Once the murder is known to
the group, the detective joins the group and has three chances to identify the murderer
correctly. 
The murderer selects their victim by winking at them. They then make as much noise as
possible before lying down.

BEAR AND THE HONEY POT
Everyone sits in a circle. There is one person in the middle crouched down with their
face covered – they are the bear. The bear has a honey pot (keys, beanbag or ball) by
their side. Someone from the circle goes in and steals the honey, and the bear has to
chase them and tig them before the thief gets back to their seat.
