South Yorkshire Finals Update for Term 1

Rugby League 

Ten School Rugby League sides from the South Yorkshire area moved a step closer last term towards the dream of playing at Wembley stadium as they qualified from the South Yorkshire stage to the Yorkshire Regional stage of the Champion Schools Rugby League. This competition is officially recognised as being the biggest Rugby League competition in the world. With the National Finals being played over the same weekend as the Carnegie Challenge Cup Final at the new Wembley Stadium, the South Yorkshire representatives will now go head to head with other schools from around Yorkshire hoping to progress to the big weekend in August next year.

Playground to Podium Ability Day
On Tuesday 20th October 2009, 81 young people with a disability attended the first of three South Yorkshire talent identification events, held at The English Institute of Sport, to assess their potential as a sports-star of the future.  Participants took part in a range of assessments including Athletics, skills (using standard assessment cards) and Boccia. Each athlete had their performances recorded so that personal achievements could be noted.  This ability day was supported by the sports’ National Governing Bodies and local sports clubs, and the most talented performers were referred to the clubs and NGB’s in order to develop their potential further.

Doncaster ran their Playground to Podium testing day separate to the other areas in South Yorkshire. The event was held on Friday 23rd October 11am – 1pm at Dearne Valley Leisure Centre targeting children from mainstream education with a disability. The event attracted 12 young people from the Borough with some schools unable to attend due to transport or training days. The young people who missed this testing opportunity will be invited to future events. Athletes were tested on flexibility, speed, throwing, jumping and catching. Following on from this event, Doncaster will be holding a number of ability days.

All of the participant’s results will be uploaded onto the ParaSport website which will increase opportunities for young people from South Yorkshire to be selected to take part in the Para Olympics. 
Table Tennis 

This year table tennis has seen has an 8% increase in schools participating in competitions throughout the County. At a local level, school sports partnerships ran competitions to create more interest in the sport. We hope to continue this next year, which, for the first time, will feed into the English Schools’ South Yorkshire Competition for the U13 and U16 age groups.
